Rnd 2:  sl st in first ch-sp, ch 4, (dc, ch 1) in same ch-sp, (dc, ch 1) 2x in ea ch-sp around, sl st in 3rd beg ch; 16 ch-sps

Tips and Tricks

Crocheting with fabric strips instead of yarn.  Crocheting with strips of fabric works almost identically to working with a heavy novelty yarn in that you will be using a large (probably N or bigger) hook and creating a heavy or bulky item .  The biggest difference is with joining.  There are two main things to consider:  you will be joining very often and the joining will not work the same as with yarn.

· When I say you will be joining often, I mean very often.  The length of your strips is determined by the size of the fabric they came from.  You can reasonably be expecting to join every 5 feet (60 inches) or less.
· Except in special cases, you will not be tying your strips together.  You will be using a splicing type joining.  The pieces are either sewn together or they aren’t.  In either case, there are many similarities.
· Hold the two pieces together with ends overlapping for about 4 inches.

· Baste pieces together at each end of overlap. (optional)

· Continue to crochet as before.

· You might join some strips in advance so that you’re joining less often or you might chose the never actually sew the strips together.  If you don’t sew the pieces together, the way the strips “scrunch” as you crochet with them and the way they are held twisted by the crochet stitches will hold your strips together.
