Tips and Tricks

2-liter Yarn Barn ®  Again, another way to make a cheap, homemade version of a very handy needle work tool.  In case you don’t know, a yarn barn is a plastic container to store yarn in while you’re using it.  There’s a hole at the top for the yarn to feed out of and some way for it to open to insert the full skein of yarn.
Lots of places sell them.  Mary Maxim has the name brand “Yarn Barn.”  But, a simple way to make one is to use a 2 liter soda bottle.  Cut off the bottom of the bottle about 4 inches up and wash and dry the bottle thoroughly, sticky yarn is not good.  Insert working end of yarn through the top of the bottle, insert whole skein and replace the bottom. 
This seems silly, but it’s great way to child/cat-proof yarn.
