Stitch Along Project 
This first stitch along of the year is going to be in two parts.  It’s an embellished doily (I know, I’m not supposed to tell), with the body of the doily in this issue and the embellishments in the next – for Valentine’s, no less.

Size ‘J’ hook
Size ‘3’ crochet cotton

Row 1:  ch 8, tr in 8th ch from hook, ch 3, dtr in same ch as tr, ch 8, turn

Row 2-4:  tr in dtr, (ch 3, tr) in ea tr across, (ch 3, tr, ch 3, dtr) in 4th turning ch, ch 8, turn
Row 5: same as previous but with 7 turning chain (last increase row)
Row 6:  do not work in dtr, (ch 3, tr) in ea tr across, (ch 3, tr) in 4th ch, ch 7, turn
Row 7:  starting in 2nd tr, (ch 3, tr) in ea tr across, (ch 3, tr) in 4th ch, ch 7, turn
Row 8:  same as previous, but with 4 turning ch

First side of top

Row 9:   following same pattern as before, tr in 2nd tr, (ch 3, tr) in next tr, ch 3, yo 2x, insert hook in next tr, yo and draw up a loop, (yo and pull thru 2 loops) twice, yo 3x, insert hook in next tr, yo and draw up a loop, (yo and pull thru 2 loops) 3x, yo and pull thru 3 remaining loops, ch 4, turn
Row 10:  same as above, last row for this side, finish off

Second side

Join with sc and chain three, complete same as first side.  Finish off
Optional border:  sc around heart
Heart doily complete.
Tips and Tricks
