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Other Links.  Due to the fact that there was a tie between add unrelated links and don’t add unrelated links (the no opinion vote was mine), and also due to the fact that I will be temporarily discontinuing the stitch along on the website, I will be replacing the stitch along with a featured link.  These “featured links” will find their way onto a “previously featured link” section on the Yahoo!Groups site, but will not be staying on the Tripod site. I will still be including stitch projects in the newsletter, but they will not be stitch alongs.  I hope that this change suits everyone.
Stitch Project

Beaded Choker.
Size ‘10’ crochet thread in color of choice

Size ‘D’ crochet hook

‘E’ beads in color of choice

Thread 175 beads onto crochet thread. (This includes a few extra to make a roughly 16” necklace.)

Ch 3, turn.

Row 1:  sc in next 2 ch, starting in 2nd ch from hook, ch 1 drawing up a bead, turn

Row 2 to 2nd last: sc in first sc, sc in 2nd sc pulling up a bead, ch 1 drawing up another bead, turn
Last row: insert hook in first sc and draw up a loop, insert hook in next sc and draw up a loop, yo and draw through all 3 loops on hook.

Finish off and attach clasp of your choice.
Tips and Tricks

Buttonhole closure. (can be used with necklace above)
The buttonhole end of this closure is definitely the easier of the two, simply chain several and join back to first chain with a slip stitch.
The button end of this closure is a little more difficult.  You need to make a cluster of beads, I use a slightly modified version of peyote stitch beading.  You can make this cluster however you’re comfortable, making sure that it fits through the loop at the other end.  You make also use a single larger bead or a coordinating button.


For the necklace above you can start with the chain loop and end by adding a 3 chains and then your bead, button or cluster.
