Stitch Along Project (week 4 of 8)
Rnd 4:  join w/ dc in 4th st of any no ch series, 3 more dc in same st, 4 dc in next st, ch 8, * 4 dc in 4th st of next no ch series, 4 dc in next st, ch 8, rep from * around, join w/ sl st to starting dc

Tips and Tricks

Types of yarn joinings.  There are lots of different types of yarn joinings.  Some are good, some are better.  Some are easy, some… well, not so much.
· A common type of joining is to tie the new length of yarn to the old one and keep going, either working the loose ends in as you work or once the piece is finished.

· I prefer a joining similar to the one above, but with no knot.  Simply pull up a new yarn instead of the old and keep going, working the ends as you go or when the piece is finished.

· Splicing – some people like to use a splice joining which has no knot and is good for adding a new length of the same color or when the color change is either gradual or can be hidden.  With splicing, usually, you cut each ply (or pair of them) at a different length and do the same with the new yarn.  Line up the yarns end to end, matching up the ends and twist the splice back together.  This gives you a joining with no lumps, bumps or loose ends.  It takes some practice, but done well, it gives a really nice finished item.
