Stitch Along Project (week 1 of 12)
Size 10 crochet thread in peach or other floral color and a complimentary shade of green

Size 0 (zero) hook

Turning ch 3 counts as dc throughout

With peach,

Ch 6, join w/ sl st to form ring

Rnd 1:  ch 3, 2 dc in ring, ch 3, turn, dc in next two dc, (turn again, 3 dc in ring, ch 3, turn (same direction as first turn) dc in next two dc) 6 times, join with sl st to beg ch 3, finish off; 7 petals

Tips and Tricks

Crocheted Plaid.  Every now and then, I come across a pattern for a stadium blanket or a gingham throw.  These are usually the same basic thing, a crocheted plaid blanket.  But how do you make crocheted plaid?  It’s easier than it sounds.
The first step is to decide what your plaid pattern is going to be, simple alternating stripes of teams colors, a family tartan, or maybe just periodic streaks of color through a solid background.  Is your plaid going to be the same both directions, or will the vertical be different from the horizontal?
Your horizontal stripes will be formed by crocheting a mesh, changing colors where your particular plaid calls for it.  Your mesh will consist of double crochets with a chain stitch between them.

For the horizontal stripes, you will be weaving one or more strands at a time through every row of you mesh, perpendicular to the direction of the crocheted rows.

I didn’t believe it at first, but finished, this makes a pretty convincing “woven” plaid.
Project Ideas
· using pastels, for a small baby blanket.
· a large bedspread in a family tartan.

· a plaid stadium blanket, in bold bands of team colors.

· do the weaving with a yarn of a different fiber or texture.

· in size 3 or 5 thread for a jacket or skirt.

This makes a really warm solid material, suited for a lot of projects.  Use your imagination!
