Stitch Along Project (week 12 of 12)

With green,

Rnd 12:  in any dc of the groups of 20, join w/ sc, sc in ea dc across, * sc bet 20 group and first petal, in space bet petals (2 dc, tr, ch 2, tr, 2 dc), sc bet petal and 20 group, sc in each dc across, rep from * around, join w/ sl st to beg sc

Finish off

Weave in ends.

Tips and Tricks

Paper towel holder for thread crochet.  I’ve heard of people doing this, I’ve heard they love it; however, I’ve never tried it.  It tends to work better for people who always crochet in the same chair.  I personally sit wherever there’s a clear space in my living room.  The idea is to have a way to keep your balls of thread from running away.  
If you have a favorite place to sit to crochet, and you don’t mind putting a few holes in your wall, try getting a paper towel roll holder, one of the ones that has a dowel rod that feeds through the rolls.  Mount it on the wall, and use it to hold your balls of thread, they will unroll easily and they won’t tempt cats or children nearly so much (at least in most cases).
If you tend to not sit in the same place, try a variation on this.  Get one of the vertical post holders and just drop your thread on to it.  Or put one of the wall mounted ones on some sort of base and set it on the floor.

Paper towel holders will hold two balls of yarn generally, but if you tend to make projects that involve 3 or more colors, there’s no reason that you can’t have more than one holder.  How about mounting two or three holders on the same base and having a palette of color to choose from?
