Stitch Along Project (week 5 of 6) 
Rnd 5: using main color, working in front of ch-4 sps from Rnd 4, join w/ dc in any unused ch-sp from Rnd 3, * dc in next st, tr in next st, ch 4, bringing the ch behind the “peaks,” sk 1st st after peak, tr in next st, dc, dc in ch-sp, rep from * around, join with sl st to starting dc

NOTE: all ch-4 sps should be on wrong side of work, they should not be visible from front of finished piece
Tips and Tricks

Granny Squares.  I’ll bet everyone can remember seeing a tacky old granny square afghan somewhere, even if it was just the one in the Conners’ living room on the show Roseanne.  But what about other uses for them?  Why can’t we wear them?
Grannies don’t have to be ugly.  The simplest way to fix that is to make them a solid color.  Granny squares don’t have to used in flat items either.  Anything that has a pattern that is or can be loosely based on a square can be made with granny squares or granny-style (worked in rounds) squares.

Project Ideas
· Scarves – a simple strip of squares joined together, or you can use granny “daughters” (only the first round of a granny square) to make a border at the end or to trim the scarf with them in other ways.

· Jackets and sweaters – many garment patterns call for more or less rectangular pieces, these are easily transferred to granny squares.  Like scarves, you can use grannies for borders and trim. 

· Hats – this is the simplest one.  Make a granny square and when it’s the correct size, stop working corners.  Simply place a group of 3 dc in the corner and then continue from there.
· Purses and handbags – depending on the pattern of your squares, you may want to line these with fabric.

· Slippers – my Great Grammy used to make slippers out of granny squares.  I exclude the pompom on the toe when I make them.  (puffy paint or non-skid rug backing makes great tread for these)

· Trivets and placemats

· And on and on……
Items I personally own and used make from or based on granny squares:

· My winter coat

· A hat and scarf set

· 2 Fashion ponchos

· A Handbag (hexes actually)

· 2 afghans (one finished, one is progress)

· A hoodie (still in progress)
