Stitch Along Project (week 1 of 4)
Small amount of Lion Brand Homespun, or other snuggly yarn

Size “J” hook

Dec – draw up a look in ea of next 2 sts, yo, draw through all 3 loops on hook

Make 2

Ch 2

Rnd. 1: 4 sc in 2nd ch from hook

Rnd. 2: 2 sc in ea sc around; 8 sc

Normally the stitch along is delivered one Round or Row at a time, but this is a little one, so I’ll do 2 at a time.
Tips and Tricks

Crocheted Trim – scalloped border
Working in a department store’s Misses/Juniors section, one thing that I have noticed is that there has been a surge in the popularity of knitted or even woven items with a crocheted trim.  Now, we’ve all seen those goofy patterns for a crocheted shelf trim (I have a cat, like that would last more than two days!), but what about really nice crocheted trims.  Putting a simple trim on something can give it a really nice handmade touch, and I’m really not talking about big flowers or tons of lace.  I’m not even necessarily talking about on clothing.

Project Ideas
· put a scalloped border on a dishtowel.  It only takes a few minutes, especially if you sew it onto the towel after it’s completed.  Use worsted weight crochet cotton (kitchen cotton) and chain the width of the towel.  Easy, right?  Make a row of shells, sew it on and you’ve got a great housewarming gift or a nice decorative touch for your own kitchen

· make the same scalloped border in size 10 crochet cotton and sew it into the bottom edge of a sweater!   Easy, but done well it doesn’t look that way.

· how about the end of a scarf?

· or around the edge of a bedspread?

For a simple scalloped trim, chain the desired length, single crochet in second chain from hook,* skip 2 chain (3 double crochet, chain 1, 3 double crochet) in next chain, skip 2 chain, single crochet in next chain, repeat from * to end of chain.  Sew in place.
