Tips and Tricks

Using granny squares for garment trims and borders.  Granny squares can make cute and simple trims for many types of garments. Granny squares can be used to make borders, appliqués or flowers.  
· Borders – a strip of granny squares can be used as a border the same way that a ribbon or a strip of fabric would be used.  Simply pin or baste in place and then machine or hand sew to make the addition sturdy and more or less permanent.

· Appliqués – a single granny or a small grouping of grannies can be used as an appliqué trim in basically the same way that a typical appliqué would be used/applied.

· Flowers – a simple flower can be made from 2 or 3 grannies layered together with some type of thread, yarn or beaded flower center added (you could even use the center from a silk flower).  You might want have the back square of a slightly larger size then the front, or even add a green one.
