Tips and Tricks

Using novelty yarn.  When using novelty yarns, there are some special considerations to keep in mind.  Novelty yarns had characteristics like pile and width and weave that you don’t have with regular spun or twisted yarn.
Some things to keep in mind when working with novelty yarns:

· Some yarns just don’t work up well in a crocheted piece.  The act of crochet sometimes will crush the fluff or pile of the yarn.

· Sometimes crushing the pile with make an unexpected, but appealing look, so it’s not always a bad thing.
· Some yarns, like ribbon or ladder yarn, have a flat width to them which might not show well unless paired with “regular” yarn.

· Novelty yarns that are woven, or, like chenille, have extra fibers twisted into them are at risk for unraveling.  The easiest way to fix this is to tie a knot at the ends of the yarn before starting any work and every time you cut the yarn for a joining.
· There are also sometimes flammability considerations to think of with novelty yarns.
