Size 10 crochet cotton

Size “0” (zero) hook

no chain single crochet (no ch sc) – insert hook in same loop previous st is worked in, draw up a loop (this forms your foundation ch), yo, pull through loop, yo, pull through both loops on hook

ch 8, join w/ sl st to form ring

Rnd 1:  ch 3, * (dc, tr, ch 2, tr, dc) in ring, dc in ring, rep from * around omitting last dc in 5th rep, sl st in 3rd beg ch; 5 ch-sps

Tips and Tricks

Mill Ends Yarns.  Mill Ends Yarn is a great way to get a variety of yarn for really cheap.  It’s great for making or finishing sampler and scrap yarn projects.  It’s great for scarves, and other small items where you would need less than a skein of yarn.  And did I mention it’s cheap?
AC Moore carries mill ends occasionally, but the bulk packs vary in price depending on what type of yarn it is.  Most often I’ve seen Lion brand HomeSpun mill ends at AC Moore.

The best way I’ve found to get mill ends is through Aunt Mary’s Yarns. www.auntmarysyarns.com  They sell some mill ends, in bulk, for $ 0.10 per ounce.  Their bulk packs are unbanded, assorted colors and mostly worsted weight of 4-ply.  You can view their catalog online and recently they’ve added some specialty yarn mill ends at varying prices by type of yarn.  Definitely worth looking into if you do a lot of small projects or vintage style granny items.
