Rnd 2:  sl st in next 2 sts, (2 sc, ch 2, 2 sc) in ch-sp, [sl st in ea st to next ch-sp, (2 sc, ch 2, 2 sc) in ch-sp)] around, sl st in next 2 sts, sl st to finish off in next st; 5 ch-sps

Tips and Tricks

Drape – Knitting vs. Crochet.  I’ve often heard it said that knitting is for clothing and crochet is for blankets.  My mother, who crochets a little and knits even less, if very fond of this idea.  What she is referring to is the fact that crochet doesn’t drape, or hang, the same as knitting does.  
A piece knitted with worsted weight yarn will drape more naturally than a piece single or even double crocheted with worsted weight yarn.  This has nothing to do with anything other than the way the material is formed.  As stated at Art of Tangle (http://www.artoftangle.com) part of this is because crochet is worked “from the neck down.”  They state that the tightest, sturdiest row of crochet in the chain stitch and with knitting it’s the bind off row.  If you’ve ever knitted you will understand where this logic comes from.
This is where they get the idea the crochet is worked from top down.  I think there’s some great information on the Art of Tangle site, and rather than reiterate it, I’ll just recommend that you check out their site.  They’ve got great patterns that utilize the idea of crocheting from the top down for better drape.
