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Site Updates

Site redesign.  The redesign for Age’s Crochet Pages is well under way.  I’ve been working at updating code and changing pages over to the new format.  If I can get my scanner up and running I will be including pictorial tutorials in the redesign.  No changes have been uploaded yet.
Stitch Along Project (week 3 of 8)
no chain single crochet (no ch sc) – insert hook in same loop previous st is worked in, draw up a loop (this forms your foundation ch), yo, pull through loop, yo, pull through both loops on hook

Rnd 3:  join w/ sc to any ch-sp, 8 no ch sc, * sc in next ch-sp, 8 no ch sc, rep from * around, join w/ sl st to starting sc; 45 sc

Tips and Tricks

Filet crochet – some tips.  If you’re new to filet crochet, it may seem intimidating.  The trick is to take your time, and be careful.  It’s easier than it first appears and even beginners can produce gorgeous results.
· Make sure that your chart is easy to read and very clear.  If your chart is small or hard to read, consider taking it to Staples or somewhere you can make photocopies.  Enlarging the graph is a very easy way to make it more readable.

· Make sure that when you are working from the wrong side, you are reading the chart right to left.  (Or opposite the way you’re reading when you’re on the right side).  If you’re just getting started, you may consider doing a symmetrical pattern so that this is not a concern.

· If your lace seems flimsy or wavy, you might want to slightly alter the way you’re making your double crochets.  Instead of simply working in the top loops of the stitch, you might want to pick up the next horizontal “bar” from the top as well.  This helps make the mesh a little sturdier.
· If you’re working with very fine thread, try to keep joinings at the end of rows.  With fine thread, you get a very delicate material and it can be hard to hide loose ends in an open part of the lace.

These are just a few ideas that I know helped me a lot when I first attempted filet work.  They’re collected, for the most part from fellow needle work “fans.”
