Embellishments for Valentine’s Doily
Rosebuds

ch 21, dc in 5th ch from hook, *sk 1 ch, (dc, ch1, dc) in next ch, rep from * across.  Finish off.  Keeping the ends to the outside, roll piece up to form rose bud. Use loose ends to fasten piece in coil.  

Leaves

ch 4, work 3 dc in 4th ch from hook, ch 3, work cluster, finish off

Daisies
With CC, ch 2, work 8 sc in 2nd ch from hook, join w/ sl st to 1st sc, finish off.
With MC, join with sc, ch 6, sk 1 ch, sc in next 5 ch, sc in next sc on center, repeat around, joining with a sl st to 1st sc, when last petal is complete
Primroses
Ch 2, work 8 sc in 2nd ch from hook, join w/ sl st to first sc, finish off, joining w/ a dc each time, and finishing after cluster – work a 3-dc cluster in ea sc around. Embellish center with contrasting French knots or seed beads
Complete at least two of each flower and several leaves.  Fasten to the doily in a cluster.
Tips and Tricks

Joining granny squares.
As we all know, there are many, many ways to join granny squares.  They can be sewn together, crocheted together, I’ve even heard of people knitting them together – though I’m not good enough at knitting to figure out how they did it.
I’m going to share my favorite method.  It leaves you with a border that looks braided together and it lays relatively flat while still giving a pretty texture appearance-wise.  

After your square is finished, add one more row to your square, consisting of chain loops of some sort, join to beginning.  With the second square, along one side, you’re going to make your chains and then pull the hook out, stick it through the corresponding chain loop on the first hook  Insert your hook into the last completed ch on the second square and  pull through the loop on the first square. Complete loop on second square and continue to join in this manner until the entire side is joined. Finish chain loop border on second square. 
Where joinings involve two sides join second side same as first, although, I’ve found that for the corner where the two sides meet, it will lay better if you complete half the chain loop and pull through on the first side, and then finish the chain loop and pull on the second side.
