With green,

Rnd 2:  join with dc in any space between petals, dc, tr, ch 2, tr, 2 dc, * in next space, (2 dc, tr, ch 2, tr, 2 dc), rep from * around, join with sl st to beg dc, finish off; 7 leaves

Tips and Tricks

Mixing Fibers.  Mixing fibers and using a variety of yarns gives you an almost infinite range of design possibilities.  Using variegated colors and bouclé textures, you can create gorgeous finished pieces with subtle textures or striking accents.  There are some things to keep in mind, though.
Many of the newer novelty yarns work up very bulky or are very fine.  Keep this in mind when choosing yarns.  If you love the look of one of the finer novelty yarns, like Paton’s Brilliant, but you need a heavier fabric, consider using two strand or pairing it up with a sturdier yarn, like a complementary worsted or sport weight yarn.

If you’re planning on using a novelty yarn for a trim, you will probably have less to worry about than in many other cases.  Simply keep in mind that you may need to use a different size hook, or a different number of stitches.  Try to stay to at least a similar weight of yarn until you have a feel for what you’re doing.

When alternating types of yarn between rows, you can create some striking visual effects.  But again, keep in mind the weight of the yarn.  A row of something very thin or very thick can make a piece awkward.  If it’s a piece for a garment, remember it can cause changes in what you need to do for shaping your pieces.
Project Ideas
· Weave a bouclé through a worsted mesh.
· Use a chenille for a trim on a simple sweater or afghan.

· Use a sparkly yarn, like Paton’s Brillant, for an accent or trim.

· Hold two strands of different fibers for an interesting texture.
