Tips and Tricks

More Crocheted Trims.  In an earlier issue, I discussed some crocheted trims.  I’d like to discuss another one – the humble chain stitch.  The simplest of all crochet stitches and the foundation of nearly every crocheted item, the chain stitch can also be used as a finishing touch on a non-crocheted items.  Simply crochet a length of chain that complements the item and sew it in place.
Project Ideas
· for a more delicate trim, crochet a chain with size 3 or 5 crochet thread
· in place of rickrack, use worsted weight chain

· for a bulkier garment or a maybe a bedspread you could use bulky weight yarn or even fabric strips

My friend Doreen used chain stitched garbage bag strips as trim on a fashion rehab suit made from a vinyl tablecloth this past spring.  It looked really cute.  (For those of you who don’t know fashion rehab is taking something that you wouldn’t necessarily use for a garment and making a garment from it, or taking a garment and remaking it into a new and different garment – ex. Making a skirt from a pair of pants)
