Tips and Tricks

Photos of crocheted items for the web.  If you don’t have a digital camera, or you’re not pleased with the results you get from scanning traditional snapshots of your smaller crocheted items, you do have options.  One of the things that I love to do with smaller items is to scan them directly.  This works better with a scanner that has a floating hinge, and I’m by no means suggesting you buy a scanner just for this purpose.  However, if you already have a scanner, you can get great, close-up, high resolution images of your crocheted items by simply placing them right side down in the scanner plate.
Make sure you close the lid evenly and you’ll generally get a crisp white background to your images.  You can edit them the same as a scanned photo with whatever graphics program you’re comfortable with.  This is great for doilies, sampler squares, grannies, even small stuffed toys. (The dammit doll photo as well as those for some of my squares have been done this way.)
