Stitch Along Project (week 8 of 12)
Rnd 8:  sl st in next dc, sl st in ch-1 sp, ch 3, (dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in same ch-1 space, ch 12, * 2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next ch-1 sp, ch 12, rep from * around, join w/ sl st to 3rd beg ch

Tips and Tricks

Transferring Cross-stitch patterns to crochet.  Transferring cross-stitch patterns to crochet can be done in a few different ways.  The most obvious of which is to simply cross-stitch over a crocheted background.  To do this, you will need a background of plain single crochet, or afghan stitch (Tunisian crochet).  Once your piece is crocheted, then you simply use the cross-stitch pattern and stitch in thread or yarn just as if you were doing a regular cross stitch.
A more difficult way is to make what is called a graph-ghan.  You will need to put every color you need for your design on a bobbin. (You can buy these or make them from cardboard or plastic.)  You will generally be working in single crochet, though in some cases you might use half doubles.  You will work from the graph in much the same way that you would for filet work, but you will be changing colors, rather than making spaces. When changing colors, pull up the new color in the last (yo, pull through loops) of the stitch before you need it.  When crocheting with this method, you will have a lot of loose ends and strings brought across the back of the work, be careful not to pucker you work by pulling to tightly when bringing yarn across spaces done in another color.

In either case, you will have a lot of ends and it is up to you to decide what to do with them.  Some people will weave them in, or you could use a double sided crochet method like the one found at Age’s Crochet Pages (Double Sided Scarf -http://strngbn.tripod.com/doublescarfabbr.html) and leave the ends between layers.  You could also use the graph-ghan as a quilt top and finish it as a quilt.
