Rnd 9:  sl st in next dc, sl st in ch-1 sp, ch 3, (dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in same ch-1 space, ch 14, * (2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next ch-1 sp, ch 14, rep from * around, join w/ sl st to 3rd beg ch

Tips and Tricks

Transferring Quilt Patterns to Crochet.  Quilt patterns sometimes transfer to crochet very easily, sometimes they don’t.  Obviously, the round type patterns, like the double wedding ring will be more difficult than a traditional star quilt.  That’s not to say that double wedding ring is impossible to transfer, I’ve seen a gorgeous kit to make a double wedding afghan and I have to continually restrain myself from buying it, it’s expensive.
One easy way to transfer them is to use granny squares.  If a pattern consists of all right angles, straight lines and 45 degree angles, it will transfer almost directly to granny squares.  Trying using the two color granny square pattern at Age’s Crochet Pages (http://strngbn.tripod.com/granny.html)
If the quilt pattern consists of all squares, you can use any square pattern and simply arrange them properly.

Another fairly easy way to transfer them is to graph them out and do a graph-ghan or cross-stitch afghan.

Other options will, mostly likely, require serious planning and possibly much trial and error.  I wish you luck if you choose to try this, but most of all, have fun with it!!
