Rnd 10:  sl st in next dc, sl st in ch-1 sp, ch 3 (dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in same ch-1 space, ch 16, * (2 dc, ch 1, 2 dc) in next ch- 1 sp, ch 16, rep from * around, join w/ sl st to 3rd beg ch

Tips and Tricks

Crocheting without a foundation chain.  I learned sometime ago that there is no reason at all that you can’t crochet with almost no foundation chain.  I saw it in a pattern that involved using this technique at the end of rows to increase the length of the row beyond that of the previous row.  I wouldn’t recommend these stitches for the foundation row of an afghan, it tends to not be as firm a start as a traditional foundation chain, but it’s great for shaping and I like it for special accents on doilies, rather than long stretches of chains.
A stitch without a foundation chain is finished exactly the same as any other stitch, it’s how they’re started that differs.  You actually make the chain where you need it and then crochet directly in it.

Below, next to the explanation of how to execute this stitch, is a comparison to a “normal” crochet stitch, to help show how this stitch should work up.

How to:
	No Chain
	Standard Crochet

	Step 1:  any yo that is required for the stitch you are making.  (This is not limited to single crochet.)


	This is the same as any other crochet stitch.



	Step 2:  insert hook into same space/st where previous stitch was worked.  


	

	Step 3:  yo and draw up a loop


	This forms your chain stitch and will be equivalent, at this point, to having your hook inserted into your foundation chain



	Step 4:  yo and draw up a loop


	This will be the same as having drawn up the loop to start working your stitch.
