Stitch Along Project (week 5 of 8)

dtr – double treble crochet – yo 3x, insert hook where indicated, draw up a loop, (yo, draw through 2 loops) until 1 loop remains on hook

Rnd 5: (ch 10, sk next sc, sl st in next sc) 17 times, ch 5, dtr in same sc as joining from prev Rnd; 18 loops

Tips and Tricks

Drawing inspiration from other arts.  Just because you’re working with a hook and yarn, or as some like to say “sticks and strings,” doesn’t mean that you always have to draw your inspiration from other crocheters.  It doesn’t even mean that you need to draw inspiration from needle arts.  I draw from almost everything.
Where you might find inspiration:
· music – I’ve talked to/emailed with many people, especially freeformers, who say that their creative outcomes are very strongly influenced by the music that they are listening to when they work

· nature – inspiration taken from nature doesn’t have to stop with crocheting flowers.  You can just as easily use animals, or even color combinations that occur in nature for a basis for a piece

· other art work – there’s no reason you can’t draw ideas from favorite other types of artwork. If you love Van Gogh’s Starry Night, why not use those colors for a swirly freeform piece or doily.

· jewelry – you can duplicate the colors or forms in a jewelry items to crochet nearly anything, not just jewelry.  Depending on the item, consider including the same of similar beads into your piece.
· People – I paint, and one of the things that I sometimes paint is people who are close to me, or who affect me deeply.  I can’t do realism very well, so I don’t paint portraits, I paint how they make me feel.  I represent them with colors and brushstrokes.  Especially appropriate for freeform work, why not crochet this way?  You could make a very meaningful item for a dear friend this way.
