Rnd 12: sl st in loop just finished, ch 1, 5 sc in same loop, 10 sc in ea loop around, 5 sc in loop to finish partial group, join w/ sl st to 1st sc; 180 sc

Tips and Tricks

Crocheted Flowers.  There are tons of ways to make crocheted flowers, ranging from simple to incredibly detailed.  Here, I’d like to share a few simple flower patterns/techniques with you.
Project Ideas
Rosebud – simply chain a bit and then double crochet back, coil it up, fasten it so it stays and you got a sweetheart rose.
Daisy – work sc in a ring to make a center and crochet clusters or scallops around.

Primrose – same a daisy, but center same color as petals.  Add 3 or 4 French knots, or even beads to the center for added detail.

For every flower in nature, I’m sure there’s someone who has at least tried to crochet it.  There are tons of flower patterns on the Internet, and I’m sure there are countless more patterns out there that no one has published.
Many of these simple flowers have uses in appliqué work, which was discussed last issue.
