No Update.
Stitch Along Project (week 8 of 8)
Rnd 13: ch 4, (dc, ch 1) in each sc around, join w/ sl st to 3rd beg ch.

Finish off.

Weave in ends.

Optional embellishments:

Pin to blocking board (trust me)

With Green, work vines (with chain stitches, or crab stitch/reverse single crochet) and leaves randomly on doily (I crocheted the leaves separately and sewed them on.)

With floral color, works rosebuds separately and sew on where desired.

Leaf pattern: ch 4, work 3 dc in 4th ch from hook, ch 3, work cluster, finish off

Rosebud pattern:  ch 21, dc in 5th ch from hook, *sk 1 ch, (dc, ch1, dc) in next ch, rep from * across.  Finish off.  Keeping the ends to the outside, roll piece up to form rose bud. Use loose ends to fasten piece in coil.  

Tips and Tricks

Abbreviations/slang used when writing/talking about crochet.  These are not abbreviations used in patterns.  More likely, you will see these if you belong to a crochet or even knitting email list.
LYS – Local Yarn Store
WIP – Work In Progress

UFO – UnFinished Object

SEX – Stash Enhancement eXpedition, as in SHOPPING!
OOP – Out Of Print, as in old patterns or books

FF or FFC – FreeForm (Crochet)
