Tips and Tricks

More blocking tricks.

Blocking boards – 


Spare ceiling tiles – can be purchased at Home Depot or Lowe’s

Styrofoam – check for temperature resistance, some foam melts relatively easily
Drywall/Sheetrock – sturdy, can be difficult to push pins into

Several (3 or more) layers of cardboard – works well, but do not glue layers together, tape around the edges.  It is incredibly difficult to pin through dry glue, trust me.

Several (3 or more) layers of 3/16 inch foamcore – my personal favorite. If you buy a 20 x 30 sheet and cut it into thirds you’ll get a handy 10 x 20 blocking board.  Again, do not glue the layers together, use tape around the edges

Corkboard – I haven’t tried it, I don’t know anyone who has, but I can’t imagine it wouldn’t work, again check for temperature resistance or use a no iron blocking method.

Any of these should be wrapped or covered in clean absorbent material before blocking.  As I said in the last issue, I like an old bath towel.
